	That’s Entertainment
	A collection of show tunes celebrating the world of show business, arranged by Warren Barker. It includes Another Op'nin, Another Show; Let Me Entertain You; Send In The Clowns; Be A Clown; and That's Entertainment.

	
	Dancing into the 20s
	"Jazz dancing is degrading. It lowers all the moral standards. Unlike liquor, a great deal of the harm is direct and immediate. But it also leads to undesirable things. The jazz is too often followed by the joy-ride. The lower nature is stirred up as a prelude to un-chaperoned adventure." J.R. MacMahon, "Unspeakable Jazz Must Go!" The Ladies' Home Journal, December 1921

The jazz music of the early 1920's was fast and energetic. The early twenties saw a renewed interest in the Tango, as film star Rudolf Valentino took the dance and made it his signature. His famous tango in the silent film "The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse" turned the image of the darkly handsome gaucho locked in a Tango embrace with his sultry se–orita into a dance icon. 

	
	The Waltzes of Richard Rogers
	This arrangement includes many of Rodgers most famous melodies from his musicals, including Out Of My Dreams, Oh, What a Beautiful Morning, The Carousel Waltz, My Favourite Things, Edelweiss, A Wonderful Guy, and Hello Young Lovers.

	Anderson, L
	Bugler’s Holiday
	Anderson wrote: "I've often thought, what would three buglers do on their day off. They would probably kick up their heels and just have a good time all to themselves, so in "Bugler's Holiday you'll hear some bugle calls that may sound familiar, but you'll also probably realize that they are not played regulation and they wouldn't get away with it on the post."

Leroy Anderson served in the National Guard prior to his service in U.S. Army from 1942 to 1945. Entering the Army as a private, he was released as a Captain. He also served during the Korean War for over a year. Perhaps his Army experience influenced his title for Bugler's Holiday.

	Anderson, L
	Girl I Left Behind Me
	This piece is from Anderson's Irish Suite, which was first performed on 1947 in Symphony Hall, Boston USA. It originally had four movements, all written in 12 days before the concert, The Irish Washerwoman, The Minstrel Boy, The Last Rose of Summer, The Rakes of Mallow. The Wearing of The Green and The Girl I Left Behind Me were added in 1949.

The Girl I Left Behind Me is a song English by birth and Irish by adoption. It was originally entitled Brighton Camp, but is best known in its Irish version. The words include the following.

For she's as fair as Shannon's side, 
And purer than its water, 
But she refus'd to be my bride 
Though many a year I sought her; 
Yet, since to France I sailed away 
Her letters oft remind me, 
That I promised never to gainsay 
The girl I left behind me...

	Badelt, K
	Pirates of the Caribbean – film score
	After the Governor's daughter, Elizabeth Swann, is kidnapped by the Pirate Captain Barbossa, Elizabeth's childhood friend Will Turner must team up with rogue pirate Jack Sparrow to save her. Little do they know that these pirates are cursed. Forced to exist between living and dead, and only revealing their skeleton forms in the moonlight, the pirates intend to use Elizabeth's blood and necklace (a part of their curse) to return to their normal state.

	Barker, W
	Brazilliance!
	The main opening section of this piece is marked Tempo di Samba. This is followed by an Adagio, and then a return to the opening Samba, but it ends a little differently.

	Barker, W (arranger)
	In the Miller Mood
	This arrangement showcases some of Glen Miller's greatest hits, and features 'In the Mood', 'Moonlight Serenade', 'I've got a gal in Kalamazoo', 'Serenade in Blue', 'Little Brown Jug', 'At last', and 'Anvil Chorus'.

	Barsotti, R
	Clarinet Concerto
	This piece, written for Concert Band, employs three clarinets as a form of concerto grosso.

	Bartles, A
	Appalachian Portrait
	The Appalachains are the chain of mountains inland from the eastern seaboard of the USA. In he early days they were a barrier to expansion inland - eventually overcome as settlement spread to the Mississippi Valley and beyond. The Appalachians became a backwater, inhabited by small communities which had been left behind, often attached to obscure sects, with many living in poverty.

This Portrait comes across as a day in the mountains, perhaps in the famous Fall, when spectators go out in their millions to view the foliage colours. It begins quietly, as if with the dawn, comes to life in the middle, and returns to the peaceful mood at the end.

	Benjamin, A (arr. Long, P)
	Jamaican Ruma
	This piece is called Jamaican Rumba. What more can one say?

	Bennett, R
	Suite of Old American Dances
	Born in 1894, Bennett orchestrated over 200 Broadway shows. He studied composition with Nadia Boulanger, during which time he knew Aaron Copland and Roger Sessions. He became aware of "all the beautiful sounds the American concert band could make that it hadn't yet made". In this suite, composed in 1950, the composer seeks to set the mood of a Saturday night barn dance with all the gaiety which festivity demands, recalling several of the characteristic dances remembered from childhood.

Bennett has described the music as "Native American Dance forms...treated in a 'riot' of instrumentation colors", and the music is distinguished by superb effectiveness of instrumental writing and flow of musical ideas. The dances are: Cake Walk, Schottische, Western One-Step, Wallflower Waltz, and Rag.

	Bernstein, L
	Selection from Westside Story
	From the rural idyll of Oklahoma to the Big Apple, and a tale of star-crossed lovers in New York, based on the Romeo and Juliet story. Leonard Bernstein has been one of the most prolific cross-over composers of the post war years, effective both in the most serious of music, and in showbiz, in addition to a career as a top classical conductor. This arrangement includes Maria, I Feel Pretty, and Something's Coming.

	Chase, B (arranger)
	George Gershwin – a symphonic portrait
	This portrait pictures Gershwin with his brother Ira invisibly at his side, as a mature musician in his 30's when he completed Porgy and Bess. Three numbers are taken from that 'folk opera' - Summertime, Bess, you is my woman, and It ain't necessarily so. Sprinkled between are settings of popular ballads from films made later, including They can't take that away from me, Love is here to stay, and A Foggy Day.

	Coates, E
	London Suite
	1. Covent Garden 2. Westminster (Meditation) 3. Knightsbridge March

Eric Coates was a British composer of light music, who died in 1957. As well as the three-movement London Suite, he is remembered for The Three Bears, and The Three Elizabeths. He is not known to have written on the subject of The Three Little Pigs, or The Three Musketeers, but had he lived longer, who knows! The third movement of this suite will be familiar as the theme music from the radio show In Town Tonight.

	Curzon, E (arr, Conway Brown, T)
	Boulevardier
	Although he was a generation, or at least a half-generation, younger than such stalwarts of the English light music scene as Arthur Wood and Eric Coates, Ernest Frederic Curzon, born in London on 4 September 1899, is to be reckoned among their number as a most attractive purveyor of tuneful, beautifully scored light music, primarily for orchestra. He became President of the Light Music Society and died in Bournemouth as recently as December 1973. The Boulevardier was originally written for orchestra.

	David, M/Hoffman, A/Livingston, J
	Selection from Walt Disney’s ‘Cinderella’
	This arrangement was prepared in 1950 following the highly successful release of the animated film, and features the popular song "A Dream is a Wish your Heart makes" 

	Ely, R (arranger)
	Andrew Lloyd Webber – a symphonic study
	This varied selection of famous music from Lloyd Webbers musicals includes such well known pieces are The Phantom of the Opera, Skimbleshanks: the railway cat, Starlight Express, You made me think you were in love, and Memory.

	Fraser, B
	The King Across the Water
	This piece tells part of the story of Bonnie Prince Charlie's invasion of Britain in 1745. He was the grandson of James II, who had been dethroned in 1689. Charles was referred to as 'The King Across the Water', since he was in exile in France. With the help of the French, he landed in the Highlands, and raised an army from among the clans. This piece tells the story of his early triumphs, including the capture of Edinburg, and the defeat of the English army in Scotland at Prestonpans. The piece stops at that point in the story. Charles advanced south as far as Derby, causing panic in Georgian London, before retreating in confusion to his final bloody defeat at Culloden Moor.

	Grainger, P
	An Irish Tune from County Derry, and Shepherd’s Hey
	Percy Grainger was born in 1882 in Melbourne, Australia. He settled in London as a concert pianist and toured extensively. After joining the English Folk Song Society Grainger began working on the collection British Folk-music Setting. By 1905 he was performing his own music and secured his reputation as a composer. In 1914 he sailed for America and took up residence, becoming a citizen after a period in the US Army as a bandsman.

Many of the pieces that have brought him fame are of the English folksong setting. Country Gardens, Molly on the Shore, and the Morris dancing tune Shepherd's Hey have become so popular that Grainger's original way with the tunes has often been overlooked: the drift of chords, for example, in the Irish Tune from County Derry.

	Grundman, C
	The Blue and the Gray
	This is a lively and enjoyable arrangement of songs from both sides of the American Civil War, including such familiar melodies as Marching Through Georgia, The Yellow Rose of Texas, and Dixie, along with others less familiar to British audiences. It ends, inevitably but fittingly, with The Battle Hymn of the Republic (John Brown's Body).

	Grundman, C
	Western Dance
	Clare Grundman, arranger of a great deal of concert band music, has combined many different Western American melodies and motifs to produce this effective piece.

	Hamlisch, P
	‘A Chorus Line’ Spectacular
	This arrangement of spectacular show music includes such favourites as 'At the Ballet', 'I Can Do That', 'Nothing', and 'What I Did For Love'. The musical was a mighty celebration of jazz choreography.

	Hess, N
	The TV Detectives
	This arrangement brings together five of Nigel Hess's best-known television themes, all originally written for small-screen sleuths in who-dunnits that have been enjoyed by TV audiences worldwide. Dangerfield is a BBC series about a Warwickshire police surgeon and originally starred Nigel le Vaillant, before Nigel Havers took over the lead role. Campion, also from the BBC, was based on Margery Allingham's stories of a mild-mannered 1920's gentleman detective, played by Peter Davison. Wycliffe was a long-running HTV series set in Cornwall and starred Jack Shepherd as a somewhat dour and low-key DCI - but, of course, he always solved the case! Michael Gambon starred in Granada TV's latest incarnation of the famous French detective Maigret, while Patricia Routledge played the OAP sleuth to perfection in Hetty Wainthropp Investigates, another popular BBC series. For the first time these popular tunes, which conjure up their programmes perfectly, have been arranged for wind band in a continuous suite.

	Hingley, B
	Songs of the British Isles
	This piece was written for the 40th anniversary of VE Day, and performed at the celebrations of the end of the Second World War in Europe, held in Hyde Park in 1995. It is a setting of songs from each of the countries of the British Isles, beginning with Greensleaves representing England, and Men of Harlech representing Wales. Ireland and Scotland get two each with The Star of County Down and The Londonderry Air for Ireland and Road to The Isles and Scotland the Brave for Scotland.

	Langford, G
	Fantasy on British Sea Songs
	This arrangement includes five famous sea songs, The Drummer and the Cook, A Roving, Blow The Man Down, We're All Bound To Go, the Sailors' Hornpipe, and one more everyone should recognize.

	Lecuona, E (arr. Nestico, S)
	Malaguena
	A Malaguena, theoretically, is a type of flamenco guitar music of a style originating from Malaga. So much for theory. This jazzy piece with driving Latin rhythms, with its almost constant beat in the percussion and lower instruments (the inexorable tragic tread of time, as in true Andalucian Cante Jondo?) is great fun to play anyway.

	Loesser, F (arr. Duthoit, W)
	Guys and Dolls
	Guys and Dolls tell the story of a group of small-time gamblers and the ladies in their lives. Nathan Detroit bets his pal Sky Masterson that he can't make the next lady he sees fall in love with him, and when the next lady happens to be the prim and proper neighbourhood missionary Sarah Brown, the stage is set for an evening of high spirited entertainment, set to the toe tapping beat of Loesser's compositions.

The selection features classic songs such as 'Luck be a Lady', 'Sit Down Your Rocking the Boat', 'Adelaide's Lament', 'I've Never Been in Love Before', 'If I Were a Bell' and the wonderful title song 'Guys and Dolls'.

	Mancini, H
	Baby Elephant Walk
	Henry Mancini wrote many magical pieces of film music. This piece is taken from the sound track to the film Hatari, and was arranged for concert band by John Moss.

	New, D
	Tijuana Holiday
	This trumpet-section-feature piece celebrates a holiday just across the Mexican border from California. A typical border town, Tijuana is not suited to everyone's taste, with plenty of noise and frenetic activity. Its closeness to Californian cities ensures a steady stream of curious day-trippers and souvenir hunters. Its notorious 'sin city' image of prostitution and sex shows has now taken a back seat; the sleazy element, the drugs and violence that seems to be the lot of a border town, is still there, but the focus has shifted in an effort to clean the town up a bit, and it has become something of a shopper's delight along with the intense nightlife and non-stop entertainment. 	Nowak, J
	Sinatra in Concert
	This arrangement of some of Frank Sinatra's most famous hit songs is a tribute to his achievements. The arrangement includes 'New York, New, York', 'It was A Very Good Year', and 'The Lady Is A Tramp'. It concludes with the one to which you all know the words.

	Rogers and Hammerstein
	Selection from Oklahoma
	This famous musical, recently revived on Broadway and the West End, was based on the play Green Grow the Lilacs by Lynn Riggs. This arrangement includes songs such as Oh, what a beautiful mornin, Many a new day, and The Surrey with the fringe on top.

	Rogers, R
	Slaughter on Tenth Avenue
	Balanchine choreographed this ballet in 1936 for the musical On Your Toes. The show was a parody of Broadway, Russian ballet, and the mob. It is the story of a jealous Russian premier danseur who hires a mobster to kill a rival during the premiere of a new ballet. Slaughter on Tenth Avenue is the story of a tacky strip joint and the customer who falls in love with the Big Boss' girl. 

Richard Rodgers originally collaborated with Lorenz Hart to produce many successful musicals. After Hart's death, he began to collaborate with Oscar Hammerstein II, and they wrote musicals such as Carousel, The King and I and The Sound of Music. 

	Rogers, R (arr. Lang, P)
	Selection from ‘South Pacific’
	Adapted from two short stories by James Michener, South Pacific chronicles two love affairs. The first involves Lt. Joe Cable and a young Polynesian girl. The second revolves around Nellie Forbush, a Navy nurse from Little Rock, and Emile de Becque, a French planter with whom she falls in love one enchanted evening. Rodgers and Hammerstein tied the two stories together by having Cable and de Becque go on a dangerous mission behind Japanese lines from which only one of them returns.

The original production in 1949 ran for 1,925 performances, making it the second longest running musical of the decade. It also became only the second musical to be awarded the Pulitzer Prize for Drama. The 1958 film version featured Mitzi Gaynor and Rosanno Brazzi.

The unforgettable score is full of some of the most enduring standards in Broadway history, including: "There's Nothing Like a Dame," "I'm Going to Wash That Man Right Out of My Hair," "Bali Ha'I" and the beloved "Some Enchanted Evening."

	Scheffer, P
	Fiesta cu tres Bandas
	This piece was originally written for three bands - concert, military, and a traditional Brazilian. All three sections of the pieces are full of infectious Brazilian rhythms.  The composer of the piece became popular as musical leader of several famous Dutch radio orchestras such as "The Skymasters", the "O.K.Wobblers" and "De Zaaiers". A doctor in English Linguistics, he wrote a series of very fine pieces for wind band. Twoodledree (1984) was one of the lighter swing pieces which were followed by Twoodledrum, both titles referring to the twin characters of Lewis Carroll's "Alice in Wonderland".

	Schonberg, C-M (arr. Barker, W)
	Selections from Les Miserables
	Many people will have seen this powerful musical, based on Victor Hugo's dramatic novel of the power of redeeming love. This arrangement features numbers such as 'At The End Of The Day', 'I Dreamed A Dream', 'Master Of The House', 'On My Own', and 'Do You Hear The People Sing', building gradually to a maestoso ending.

	Sparke, P
	Yorkshire Overture
	This breezy, bracing piece builds a continuous structure from musical ideas associated with England's largest county. It was commissioned for the North Yorkshire Schools' Concert Band, who gave the first performance.

	Sullivan, A
	Yeoman of the Guard
	The Yeoman of the Guard, was Gilbert and Sullivan's 11th collaboration, and the nearest they came to creating a 'Grand Opera'. It is the only one of their joint works to eschew satire, and Sullivan was delighted with Gilbert's plot, writing in his diary:

No topsy-turveydom, very human, and funny also.
Gilbert's unusually serious plot was inspired by a poster he saw for the Tower Furnishing Company at Uxbridge train station. The poster featured a picture of the Tower of London, and set Gilbert to thinking about using the Tower as a location for the next Savoy opera. The opera has in fact been performed four times in the moat of the actual Tower itself, allowing the use of the real executioner's bell at the appropriate moments.

The Yeoman of the Guard tells the story of the events in the life of one Colonel Fairfax during the last days of his imprisonment in the Tower. He has been denounced as a sorcerer, and is facing execution. Sergeant Meryll, a Yeoman of the Guard, and his daughter Phoebe, both of whom wish to save Fairfax, lead the audience through the plot.

	Sullivan, A
	Selections from The Mikado
	The Mikado is a comic opera in two acts with words by W.S. Gilbert and music by Sullivan. It was premiered at the Savoy Theatre, London, on March 14th 1885. The genesis and production of The Mikado was the subject of the film, Topsy-Turvy.

	Swearingen, J
	Winter Holiday
	James Swearingen is unquestionably one of the most performed composers of band music in the world today. A recipient of numerous ASCAP awards, his trend-setting compositions and arrangements has a style and energy that are truly exceptional. It should come as no surprise that year after year his music is received enthusiastically by student musicians and band directors from all parts of the world. Equally recognized for his contributions to education, he currently serves as Department Chair of Music Education at Capital University, located in Columbus, Ohio. (From the composer's web site!)

	Vintner, G
	Hunter’s Moon
	Originally written for horn and symphony orchestra, this arrangement was made for the Band of the Coldstream Guards.

	Williams, J
	Superman Theme
	John Williams is one of the most widely recognized composers of film scores. He has received 45 Academy Award nominations, an accomplishment surpassed only by Walt Disney. Williams is best known for heroic, rousing themes to adventure and fantasy films.  His most familiar style may be described as a form of neo-romanticism, deriving from Wagner and the use of 'leitmotif'. He wrote the music for films such as Star Wars, Superman, Jaws, E.T., Jurassic Park, and the first three Harry Potter movies.

His long career has also included many sensitive dramatic scores (such as Schindler's List) and more experimental concert works. The Superman theme, of course, celebrates the hero saving the Earth!

	Williams, J
	Theme from Schindler’s List
	The theme from Schindler's List now seems a staple on those classical music from the movies type compilations as a token entry from an actual original score as opposed to an already existing composition. It's not hard to hear why though; the heart breaking simplicity of the melody sensitively rendered on solo violin with a chamber orchestra backing (strings and woodwind) conveys musically everything the film set out to achieve. This is touching music without sentiment, possibly one of the most difficult things of all. The main theme is used as a starting block for many of the other cues. It is sometimes quoted, but often inverted and adjusted in an almost theme and variations type way.

	Williams, J (arr. Bocock, J)
	Out of this World
	Film composer John Williams has been responsible for some of the most spectacular and well known film music of the late twentieth century. This arrangement includes the main themes from Star Wars and Space Camp, together with music from Duel of the Fates and ET.

	Wood, A
	Barwick Green
	Probably the most broadcast piece of music in Britain, this piece came as a shock to our audience when presented under the title of 'Barwick Green', and described as a rather obscure maypole dance. It is better known as the theme tune from The Archers.
